The Superior Court Service Center continues to offer assistance to self-represented litigants in 
various case types. Self-Help services include providing legal information and procedural 
assistance, offering workshops, providing document review of Judicial Council of California 
forms and Orange County approved local forms, public computer use, and legal library use.
